The Importance of the Quote Sandwich
Yum! 
What is a quote sandwich? 
-A technique to make your persuasive writing better by incorporating evidence to support your opinion. 
Why make one? 
-The quote sandwich method will automatically increase the sophistication of your writing and make your ideas and opinions sound more mature because they will be more structured. 
But why the food language? 
-Sometimes, using literary devices (like a quote !sandwich”) make learning and remembering important concepts easier. 

Can I use a quote sandwich in other classes? 
-Yes!!!!!! The quote sandwich will make ALL of your writing clearer – regardless of what class it is used for. 
Recipe for the Quote Sandwich 




The Quote Sandwich is composed of the following ingredients: 
1.The Top Slice: An Argumentative Claim—the point you are trying to 
say is true or valid (or false and incorrect), like: “Marijuana should be 
legal recreationally” or “Climate change is real” or “a vegan diet is the diet that is best for the environment” or the “Pros and Cons of genetic research” or the “Pros and Cons of the Death Penalty” or “Graffiti should be considered art.”
2.The Condiment: The Introduction of the author of the Quote or the source if there is no author (We want some background on the author’s qualifications or the goal or mission of the source. This is Ethos!). For Example: According to Professor Dearing who has an MFA in Non- Fiction OR Professor Dearing, who has a BA in creative writing, discuses in his article...[Remember that we need more than that the author wrote the article you are quoting] An example of ethos for a source is: “Penn GSE Perspectives on Urban Education’s mission is to provide an interactive forum to investigate critical issues in urban education.” 
3.The Filling: A Quote/Paraphrase that supports your claim: This will either be Pathos, Ethos, and/or Logos. A Quote is an example of something copied from the text word for word, while a Paraphrase is where you put the author’s ideas into your own words. This should connect to and support your claim. 
4.The Bottom Slice: Commentary about the quote. This means discussing the quote and claim in your own words and showing the reader how they are connected (at least 1-one sentence no more than 5- five sentences). 
You also want to transition into the next quote sandwich and/or to stack evidence for the same claim 
5. Citation. Please use the citation method appropriate for your class: either APA 7th Edition or MLA 8th Edition, which means citing at the end of the sentence with either the (Author’s Last Name) OR (“Title of the Article or Webpage in quotations”)— Please check with your professor about common knowledge that doesn’t need citations and if your assignment has this. I encourage you to cite everything clearly to avoid plagiarism. Remember you want to be weaving your source throughout. Don’t assume it is obvious that because you cited the first sentence that sentences two and three are from the same source. You need to weave citations throughout.
