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Eight-Semester Graduation Plan Template 
This template, used by advisors in consultation with students, is a tool for visualizing a student’s academic path within the major and includes both major and college general education requirements for graduation. 

Students are responsible for reviewing and tracking their own progress toward degree requirements and should regularly consult their Degree Progress Report and meet with their academic advisor to ensure they are fulfilling all requirements on time. 

Important Requirements

1. A minimum of 30 Core/General Education credits must be completed from the required areas. 
2. For BA and BS programs, students should take 30 credits of SUNY GE-approved Liberal Arts and Sciences during the first 60 credits (first two years) of study.
3. For BFA and MUSB programs, students should take at least 30 credits of SUNY GE-approved Liberal Arts and Sciences, with at least 20 credits completed during the first 60 credits (first two years) of study.
4. A minimum of 120 credits with at least 45 upper-level credits is required to graduate. Upper-level courses at Purchase College are numbered from 3000 to 4999.
5. A minimum of 60 credits outside of your board of study is required to graduate. These courses have a three-letter prefix other than that of your major.
6. A minimum of one credit and a maximum of four credits of Physical Education (Health and Wellness, a Purchase College local requirement) can be applied to the degree.


Instructions
Advisors should fill in the missing major requirements in consultation with their students and can add rows to the template when needed. The General Education requirements have already been filled in but can be moved around as needed on a case-by-case basis.
